We are writing to express our concern at the ‘disappearance’ of Said-Khusein Imakaev, and his father Said-Magomed Imakaev. Said-Khusein Imakaev was detained by Russian federal troops in December 2000 on his way home to the village of Novye Atagi. His parents searched for Said-Khusein, but were never able to obtain any information regarding his whereabouts. They filed an application with the European Court of Human Rights regarding the “disappearance” of their son, and four months later, his father, Said-Magomed Imakaev, was detained by Russian servicemen, along with four other village men, in June 2002. No information has been available to the family despite the fact that investigations into the ‘disappearance’ of this father and son have been opened. 

We are requesting further information on the investigation into the ‘disappearance’ of Said-Khusein Imakaev and Said-Magomed Imakaev. We urge you to establish the fate of these men and to bring to justice all those responsible for their ‘disappearance.’ We also urge you to bring an end to all such human rights abuses in the Chechen Republic.
